In addition, the 

system’s reporting capability enables Skillset to produce the statistical reports to both 

help them run their business and produce information required by central government.   

 

Building on the success of the first phase, the system will be developed further to 

incorporate course information coming in from industry bodies and integrate it with 

other Skillset systems.
